Mandatory questionnaire

Each prospective juror must complete a questionnaire for identification, qualification,
ability to serve, and assistance in the voir dire process.

Hardship questionnaire

Any prospective juror requesting to be excused from jury service because of undue
hardship must complete a hardship questionnaire.

Prospective jurors should complete and electronically submit the mandatory and
hardship questionnaires to the Court as instructed in the jury summons and on the
Court’s jury duty web page.
