Title 4.  Criminal and Traffic Rules 
 
 

Chapter 1.  General Provisions 
 
 
Rule 4.160.  CALICO recordings and transcripts 
 
(a) Application 
 

This rule applies in all criminal cases to all video recordings and 
transcripts of interviews conducted by the Child Abuse Listening, 
Interviewing and Coordination (CALICO) center.  

 
 (b) Restrictions 
 

CALICO video recordings and transcripts must not be: 
 
(1)  Publicly shown except during judicial proceedings in the pending 

case. 
 
(2) Provided or shown to anyone outside the prosecution and defense 

offices except persons necessary for the preparation or 
presentation of the case. Before a CALICO recording or transcript 
is provided or shown to another person, that person must be 
provided a copy of this rule. 

 
(3) Used by the defense for any purpose other than to prepare for the 

defense of the named defendant in the pending case. 
 
(4) Provided or shown to any member of the media. 
 
(5) Duplicated except as necessary for the prosecution or defense of 

the case. Any duplicate is governed by this rule as if it were an 
original. 

 
(c) Noncompliance  
 

Failure to comply with this rule may result in sanctions.
